Matthew 22:34-40 (The Inclusive Bible) 

 

When the Pharisees heard that Jesus had left the Sadducees speechless, they gathered together,  

and one of them, an expert on the Law, attempted to trick Jesus with this question:   

“Teacher, which commandment of the Law is the greatest?”

“Since the Reformation, the Christian Tradition has been somewhat focused on doctrinal differences rather than 

on the spiritual journey itself and the transformation of being. This has given rise to an overemphasis on our 

activity [and an under-emphasis on the inner spiritual journey]. Of course, Christian Tradition has always had a 

concern about works and grace and how they relate, but an overemphasis on works has led to a dualistic view of 

God and self. 

 

A way of explaining this might be the characterization of a Western Model of spirituality as seeing the self-

outside-of-God. By contrast, earlier parts of the Tradition and throughout time in the experience of the great 

mystics, [are] about the self-in-God, and God-in-self, which may be called the Scriptural Model of Spirituality. 

This distinction has profound implications for the spiritual life… The [Scriptural Model] supposes that we are to 

become a living sacrament by being always in the presence of God and in relation to God…. 

 

God is not just with us, not just beside us, not just under us, not just over us, but within us, at the deepest level, 

and, in our inmost being, a step beyond the true Self. What is the self? 

 

The movement is towards unity consciousness and experiencing the divine as our ultimate Self, in which case 

the false self has a happy death in God! Just by living and growing in consciousness, we are becoming, growing 

in God’s Self, in God’s presence, in God-consciousness. The ultimate consciousness is total Oneness in which 

God is all in all.”

Food Pantry: Tuesdays from 3:30 – 5:30pm. No early line up permitted before 3pm.  

Lineup will begin behind the rope at 3pm on the corner of 7th Avenue and 13th Street.  

 

We will continue to hand out bags of food on Saturdays beginning around 11:30am. Guests may 

arrive earlier to get a place in line; we have chalk marks on the sidewalk at 6-foot intervals to indicate where people should 

stand at a safe distance.  
 

THE RED DOOR PLACE  – NEEDS MONEY FOR FOOD!  
 

The huge increase in unemployment and homelessness means that The Red Door Place has gone from providing food for 

1,700 persons before the pandemic, to 2,500 in April, to now more than 4,000 persons every week. TRDP has plenty of 

volunteers. What we need is money. We are desperately trying to keep enough food coming in to give out to every guest. 

TRDP is one of only a few emergency food programs in Manhattan still giving out a significant amount of food to each guest at 

the pantry on Tuesdays and still offering a hot meal on Saturdays.

The Church of the Village never “closed” during the Covid-19 pandemic because we shifted our entire ministry 

to be online in March 2020. Then, as the world began slowly to emerge in the summer of 2021 from the worst 

of the pandemic, there was no thought among the Church of the Village leadership of “going back” to the way 

of “doing church” before the pandemic.  

 

Our reality and our reach have changed dramatically in a year. We continue to attract worshippers and receive 

new members from across the U.S. and beyond its borders, as well as from the New York City area. As a faith 

community, the Church of the Village is no longer tied to a building. We opened to all of our vaccinated 

members in September 2021 and have expanded vision and our capacities since then to become a fully online 

and onsite community.

People are attracted to the Church of the Village because of our progressive theology, radical inclusivity, 

extravagant welcome, and focus on social, economic, and climate justice. Many who worship with us or decide 

to join cannot find this sort of faith community where they live.

We are committed to building an online and onsite community to 

reach as widely as possible. With this dream becoming reality, we can re-imagine John Wesley’s vision and say 

that the whole world, literally, can be our parish.
