Turn off that cellphone, computer, and 

remote control. Open the door, then close it behind you. Take a breath offered by friendly winds. They travel 

the earth gathering essences of plants to clean.

THE RED DOOR PLACE (HOPE FOR OUR NEIGHBORS IN NEED) 

 

Donations, in person, to the program can be made Mondays, Tuesdays, Fridays, and Saturdays, from 9am 

to 3pm. Ring the bell on the red door on 13th street or call the number posted at the door. 
 

Food Pantry: Tuesdays from 3:30 – 5:30pm. No early line up permitted before 3pm.  

Lineup will begin behind the rope at 3pm on the corner of 7th Avenue and 13th Street. 

 

We will continue to hand out bags of food on Saturdays beginning around 11:30am. Guests may 

arrive earlier to get a place in line; we have chalk marks on the sidewalk at 6-foot intervals to indicate where people should 

stand at a safe distance. 

 

THE RED DOOR PLACE (HNN) – NEEDS MONEY FOR FOOD!  

The huge increase in unemployment and homelessness means that The Red Door Place (HNN) has gone from providing food 

for 1,700 persons before the pandemic, to 2,500 in April, to now more than 4,000 persons every week. TRDP (HNN) has plenty 

of volunteers. What we need is money. We are desperately trying to keep enough food coming in to give out to every guest. 

TRDP (HNN) is one of only a few emergency food programs in Manhattan still giving out a significant amount of food to each 

guest at the pantry on Tuesdays and still offering a hot meal on Saturdays.

WORSHIP 

Worship has continued to thrive during this time of COVID-19. The Worship Vision Team has made substantial 

changes to our worship services, and we are currently worshipping fully online, with a few leaders in the 

sanctuary as we begin re-engaging our physical space. We are now deeply committed to being an online / onsite 

congregation. As we consider how to safely, justly, and responsibly, invite people back onsite in the future, we 

will maintain vibrant online worship and continue to create connected virtual community.  

 

We strive to involve as many voices as possible in leading worship and to find new ways to open space for 

participation and communal interaction, such as hand gestures during songs, call and response moments in the 

liturgy, moments where all gathered are invited to harvest their experience of worship in the Zoom chat, and 

space for casual conversation before and after worship. We are grateful to our many singers, instrumentalists, 

various worship leaders, Stream Team members, PowerPoint team, and others who make our virtual worship so 

participatory, meaningful, and smooth!  

 

COMMUNION 

We are continuing to explore ways to get at the essence of communion even as we are not able to gather 

together in person. We are using this season to experience communion in a fresh way, where we are still coming 

together to meet God and each other at one table. 

 

GROW AND CONNECT GROUPS 

We remain committed to powerful connection across distance and are continuing to offer small groups virtually 

during pandemic.

HEALING AND SUPPORT 

Our church has increased our offerings for healing and support through the week since physical distancing 

became the new normal.  We offer a Fitness Class with Lina Tuesdays at 10:00am beginning in June. What 

used to be the Daily Prayer Call is now Decompress and Share, offered via Zoom/phone (Weds. & Fri., 

6:30pm).  All of these are ways that people can receive regular support and connection during this difficult time.  

 

THE RED DOOR PLACE (aka HOPE FOR OUR NEIGHBORS IN NEED (HNN)) 

While many emergency food programs around NYC have had to close their doors during this difficult time, we 

have been able to adapt the ways we offer food to people in need, to minimize the risk to our guests, volunteers, 

and staff. We are proud to continue serving over 4,000 people each week through this vital ministry. Special 

thanks to Teresa Concepción for her leadership and creativity, and to our many volunteers who make it possible 

for this ministry to continue. We also have two chaplains, Sarah Capers and Regina Cassidy, available to guests 

of HNN for online prayer and support.
